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Using Landro Player

1. OPEN
Click ‘File’ to display the File
Menu, and ‘Open’ to select a
fi le to view in the Landro
Player.

2. SELECT FILE
Select a Landro game file (.IMF)
from your local hard drive,
external drive (USB), or CD.

3. CONTROL PLAYBACK
Once the game file is loaded,
al l  of the control buttons
become available on the
screen...

and you can control playback with the controls at the bottom of the screen.
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To View a list of all the plays in the game, click the ‘Play List’ button, then click the
play from the list you wish to view.

You can also turn on and off the play information display, and change which team’s
data is displayed.

You can jump to plays or replay the current play by selecting one of the buttons at
the lower right of the screen.

YOU CAN ALSO USE THE STANDARD LANDRO NAVIGATION KEYS ON YOUR KEYBOARD:
Spacebar/Enter – pause/play

Up/Down arrow – next play, previous play
Left/Right arrow – Fast forward, reverse

GAME LIST LOCATION
If you commonly place your
game programs in the same
folder on your computer, you
may setup a game folder for
quick access to those games.
From the file menu, click ‘Set
Game Folder’.  Select the
folder on your computer where
you store your game files.

USING GAME LIST
After the game folder is setup,
clicking on the ‘Game List’
button will give you quick ac-
cess to your game fi les.
Double click the game in the
list you wish to view.

VIDEO PLAYBACK BRIGHTNESS
CONTROL
You can adjust the brightness
of the video playback by se-
lecting ‘Brightness’ from the
File menu.  Adjust the bright-
ness slider control from 0 – 100,
and press ‘OK’ when finished.
